Many US states require that an HVAC/R technician be licensed before working independently in
the field. However, there are exceptions. Some states do not require a license, although in
these states the technician may still need to be licensed at the local or municipal level. All
government policies are subject to change, and it is crucial to check with the local regulating
authority for the most up-to-date requirements.
